Seneschal : Ronan present—Written
report

Greetings to their Excellency’s, Bar-
on and Baroness and populace of
Stromgard,

Here is my April Seneschal Report.
On April 2, 2021, Their Majesties,
King Christian Il and Queen Helene
[Il of An Tir have issued the sanction
of Exile from the Kingdom against
George Parker, also known in the
Society as Hakon Thorgeirsson Von
Eignersfojord. Exile from the King-
dom precludes engaging in any SCA
activity in the Kingdom. This sanc-
tion precludes participation in any
Kingdom-controlled social or elec-
tronic media. This sanction does not
preclude participation in activities in
other Kingdoms.

SCA Board of Directors has decided
to lift its blanket ban on events,
starting June 1%, 2021. The decision
of when to resume events and activi-
ties to the respective Kingdoms.
Please refer to specific minimal re-
guirements and guidelines on SCA
Website. An Tir will remain closed to
events and associated official activi-
ties, until further notice.

We will continue to monitor the in-
formation provided by the relevant
health authorities that affect our
Kingdom, and continue to review
Our timeline and potential release of
activities. We will announce changes
publicly on the Kingdom website in

advance of release dates, with listed
requirements and stipulations as
they may apply.

An Tir stands apart from many King-
doms What this means is that any
decision made that will affect the
whole Kingdom comes with many
complexities, as we span multiple
regions, states / provinces, and an
international border. One key piece
to our resumption of fellowship
across Our great Kingdom is the in-
ternational border closure between
Canada and the United States. This
will be a major factor in the decision
to allow Kingdom level events.
There are a number of factors which
must come to pass before An Tir can
open up for events, and your leader-
ship team is monitoring the situation
daily.

Your Crown has been meeting week-
ly with the Kingdom Seneschal to
create a plan for reopening that re-
spects all modern health authority
guidelines, and We are taking into
consideration such things as: finan-
cial impact of holding under-
supported events, resuming martial
activities safely, modeling responsi-
ble behaviors in our gatherings, lo-
gistic requirements, and many more
questions that stand before Us.
There are considerations regarding
how to layer in safeguards that com-
ply with Modern, BoD and Kingdom
specific rules; safeguards such as
mandatory masks, vaccinations,
event attendee caps, and others.
We are not an enforcement agency,
nor do We have the means to do so,
and the line of what We wish to see
and what We can demand is very
fine. This is a complex discussion
that requires extensive review and a
practical approach. We ask you to
bear with Us all, as We move ahead
in Our best efforts and intentions to
prepare for you the safest and clear-
est path to a healthy and warm re-
turn.

Granted a maximum of once per year.
The badge for this honor is: (Fieldless) A seahorse within and
conjoined to an annulet engrailed on the inner edge argent.

Noble Company of the Swan
The Noble Company of The Swan recognizes those individuals
who show true courtesy and grace in their everyday actions and
behavior. This award is given in consultation with the members
of the company.

Ullr of Lore

The Ullr of Lore recognizes those individuals who show
excellence in persona development.

Eldhus

The Eldhus recognizes those individuals whom maintain a
period encampment.
The token is traditionally a carved stone.

Service

The Order of the Bell and Chain

The entry level service award for the Barony.
The badge of this order is: (Fieldless) A chain in chevron
inverted conjoined in pale with a hawk's bell Or.

Ordo Famuli

Granted to those who show outstanding service to the Barony
over many years. A higher award than the Bell and Chain.
The badge of this order is: (Fieldless) A pair of hands
appaumy wrists outwards maintaining between them a
roundel argent.

The Stromgard Sand Dollar

Granted to citizens aged 13 — 18
who show maturity beyond their years and show continued
exemplary service to Stromgard.
The badge of this award is a silver sand dollar pendant repre-
senting the future wealth of the Barony.

The Silver Sea Star

Granted to those gentles residing outside of the boundaries of
Stromgard who have consistently helped Stromgard.
The badge of this award is: (Fieldless) An estoile within and
conjoined to an annulet engrailed on the inner edge argent.

The Order of the Silver Sea Urchin

Granted to citizens under 12 years of age
that serve the Barony.
The badge of this order is: (Fieldless) A sea urchin contourny
argent.

The O’brich

Granted to those individuals who overcome or solve the big-
gest problem at an event.
The badge is traditionally a heavy silver-colored chain.

Arts & Sciences

Amicus Musarum
Granted to those that encourage involvement in and personally
excel in the arts and sciences.
The badge of this award is: (Fieldless) A gem ring argent
gemmed gules.

Favors of the Coronet

Honor of the Seamar -

(The Baroness’ Favor)
The badge of this award is: (Fieldless)
A quatrefoil saltirewise slipped Or.

Baron’s Favor
A token as chosen by the granting Baron.

The Bunchberry

Awarded at the discretion of the Coronet to those who foster a
sense of community within and outside Stromgard

Dragon's Gate
Awarded at the discretion of the Coronet to those who, in the
eyes of the Coronet, have transformed in some way.
